This bit of wisdom is something a friend shared with me recently when I asked him how 

he deals with his demanding and overwhelming life. His response really struck me and 

has begun to change how Iõm dealing with mine. I confess, at times Iõve expressed anger, 

dismay, frustration, and yes, even complaints about the difficult situation Iõve been given 

pastoring three neighboring parishes along with everything and everyone that comes 

with it. While thereõs no question itõs a demanding and overwhelming responsibility, itõs 

an easy temptation for me to demand change from Bishop Siegel and all of you rather 

than demand it from myself, especially when the going gets tough. I apologize for the 

times Iõve deflected the call to conversion God intends for me to any of you.  

 

That said, weõre all in this together, and if we can find any common ground itõs this: the 

reality and circumstances weõve been given, like it or not, are for our good. From the 

challenge of being a member of three linked parishes to being a member of an emerging 

global society, God wouldnõt directly intend or let any of this happen if he didnõt want to bring a greater good out of 

it. I wonder along with many of you--what is that greater good then? Ultimately we can say itõs all part of Godõs plan 

to save the world in the end, but what about now? What greater good is God bringing to you and to me right here 

and right now? I believe that itõs primarily each one of our personal conversions or in other words, our personal 

growth, maturity, and sanctification. All of the good, the bad, and the ugly thatõs been brought out in me, in you, and 

everyone around us through recent and current events is so we can see more clearly what we can hang our hats on, 

but also what we canõt. And thatõs the mentality and perspective Iõm inviting you to share with me moving forward.  

 

Itõs essential for any process of discernment to live with the freedom to recognize whatõs true, good, and beautiful 

along with whatõs false, bad, and ugly. That way we can first, give thanks to God for our blessings and gifts, celebrate 

them, build upon them, and share them, especially with those in most need; and secondly, to use those same  

blessings and gifts to confront, correct, or cast out the evil that afflicts us. If we only focus on one and ignore the 

other, we wonõt move forward on the pilgrimage of faith but will either get stuck or start backsliding. On our best 

days, weõre able to embrace all of life, not just the easy parts or the ones we prefer to focus on, so letõs take a deep 

breath, open our arms a little bit wider, and look forward to better days to come as we journey together.
